MEETING MINUTES

May 6, 2010

Meeting was called to order by Chamber President Rick Ball at 8:00 a.m.

Treasurer’s Report:  Motion by K. Anderson, second by L. Mueller to accept the April’s Treasurer’s report as presented.  All ayes-carried. 

Approval of Minutes:  Treasurer Lori Garlock said that there were 30 participants in this years Village wide rummage sale and the Chamber made a $185.00 profit.  JH Christensen printing printed our flyers for us at a very reduced rate which was nice. Motion by K. Anderson, second by W. Lucht to approve the April 1, 2010 meeting minutes as presented.  All ayes-carried.

Communications:  President Ball read a letter from the Palmyra Eagle School District thanking Rick for attending an informational meeting concerning budget reductions for the school system.  Ball also read a thank you card from the family of Dean Kincaid for the plant the Chamber sent to his funeral.  Secretary Mueller informed everyone that the Jefferson County Tourism book is out and made copies available, there are more at the Village Hall.

Business:

1. Introduction of new members:  Shaun Giese, owner of Palmyra Bowl and Jessica Kreger of Kreger photography were introduced as new members.

2. Bruce Gunderson from PE School district informed everyone that there are only 11 participants for career at this point and he feels this is not enough to proceed.  He would like the date changed to sometime in Feb. 2011.  The school will help with the mailings that will go out with the Chamber’s mailing for membership renewal in December or January.  Ruthann Mueller will try to do a short article in the paper.  It was discussed if we want to reach out to other close by communities such as Eagle and Whitewater and ask their businesses if they would like to participate as well.  Mike Temple offered to help out by contacting some business owners that he knows from the Milwaukee area.  New date will be Feb. 17, 2011.

3. Lori Garlock mentioned that maybe we could put more on our website telling about the different things the Chamber is involved in and also a link to a membership application.  Mike Temple said that he could probably get some things on there for us. Chamber officers will discuss what they would like to see added and get with Temple.

4. Gary Kahn talked briefly about the July 4th street dance.  It was discussed that the Chamber really shouldn’t block off the entire Third St. area as the Bowling Alley is now open and needs those parking stalls, we could get by with only half of Third St. from the alley towards Taft St.  Gary will have more info. at the next meeting.

5. Deb Ball discussed the health plan and said that the Health Community Co-op was talking about doing some sort of a “blitz” to help get this information out to communities and members but she hasn’t heard any more about it.  She thinks we should  hold off on sending out any mailings until she knows more about this “blitz”.

6. Marie Koch announced that the 2010 Chamber of Commerce Tourism book is complete and there are copies on the table for everyone.  A big “Thank You” to Ruthann Mueller for all of her continued hard work on the book, without her the book may not exist.  

7. Senior Awards night will be May 19th at 7 pm.  Rick Ball will be there to present the scholarships.

Any Other Business: Rick Ball asked if the Chamber would like to be a “hole sponsor” for the Lions Club golf outing.  The money goes to the Lions Club and they use it to help out those in need. Motion by L. Mueller, second by R. Mueller to be a hole sponsor for $50 for the Lions Club golf outing.

L. Mueller announced that there is a new owner of the Jo Jo’s building and that he wants to keep it a custard stand, burgers, etc.

Mike Mikkelson from Palmyra State Bank introduced one of his new employees, Lee Cushman.  Lee grew up in the area and attended Whitewater University and has worked at a bank in Whitewater for several years.  He is a welcome addition to the Palmyra State Bank.
