MEETING MINUTES

June 3, 2010

Meeting was called to order by Chamber President Rick Ball at 8:00 a.m.

Treasurer’s Report:  Motion by K. Walters, second by L. Mueller to accept the May’s Treasurer’s report as presented.  All ayes-carried. 

Approval of Minutes: Motion by K. Anderson, second by L. Garlock to approve the May 6, 2010 meeting minutes as presented.  All ayes-carried.

Communications:  President Ball read a thank you from the Ellie Martens family for the plant that the Chamber sent.

Business:

1. Introduction of new members:  Bill Holcomb was present as a member of the Kiwanis Club.  Bill stated that they meet twice a month except June – August when they take turns having a picnic meeting at each of the member’s homes.  The Kiwanis help out with mostly children’s needs and at Christmas time they do food baskets.  Holcomb said that there would probably a different member attending the Chamber meetings each time on a rotating basis.

2. Peter Hansen from Southern Lakes Newspapers was present talking about their Summer Fun Guide that they put out from Milwaukee to Chicago and at all of the visitors centers, over 8,000 copies printed.  He asked if the Chamber or any of it’s businesses would be interested in advertising in it.  The Chamber they couldn’t have their information ready in time for the Summer Guide but we would be interested perhaps in the Fall Guide.   We could discuss that when it gets closer to that deadline.

3. Gary Kahn, organizer of the 4th of July Street Dance for the Chamber was not able to attend this meeting.  Rick Ball gave out Gary’s phone number if people would like to contact him to help set up for the dance, which is actually Friday July 2nd.  The Chamber officers will try to meet with Gary soon to review the things needed and also to go over a new expense sheet that Treasurere Lori Garlock came up with to help us better track the expenses for this event.

4. Mike Temple, who maintains the Chamber’s website gave out an idea that he would like permission to implement.  He said that for a flat rate of $50 a month to the Chamber he would continue to maintain our website and if any members sent him some information on their business he could make up a “mini website” so to speak for that particular member.  Everyone thought that sounded like a good idea but the Chamber would like to sit down at a meeting with Temple to further discuss this and also some information they would like to maybe get on our website.

5. The 3 scholarship recipients were named. They were Julia Blaedow, Nathan Giese, and Breanna Hackett.  Rick Ball attended the awards night at the High School and said it was very nice and there were a lot of scholarships given out to students.  The Chamber hopes we can continue to give out the 3 scholarships in the future, depending on our funds.  Some of the stipulations of receiving the scholarships were reviewed and Tracey Novak gave us an idea that her club uses as a stipulation:  the student receiving the scholarship has to volunteer “X” amount of hours to our organization.  Everyong thought that was a good idea, for such things as putting up our Holiday lights, etc.

Any Other Business: Denise Derry from the Jefferson Daily Union presented an idea of getting a link to the Chamber’s website on the Union’s website.  Mike Temple and her will work that out.  She also had information on an ad page similar to the one that is going on the back page of the Palmyra Enterprise.  We told her that was a great idea to get the businesses to advertise in more papers as the Union goes to different areas than the Enterprise.  Derry will start working on contacting the local businesses to see if they are interested after she gets an updated members list.

Rick Ball said that he spoke on the Chamber’s behalf at the Memorial Day Ceremony at the Cemetery.  He hoped he did a good job and for those that never attended they should try to go one year as it is a very special occasion and very important.

Ball mentioned that the Lions Club golf outing is this coming weekend and he thanked the Chamber for our sponsorship of $50.

Terry Burrington mentioned that there will be a “Garden Walk” on June 26th for more information contact the Powers Memorial Library.  There will be a lot of nice gardens this year again.  Also, The All School Reunion on July 24th and Old Settler’s Day s July 25th at 1 pm at the Village Park

Paul Oehrke and Dave Turner mentioned that there will be an art exhibit beginning June 5th through August 28th at the Turner Museum featuring local artists.
