Treasurer’s Report:  Motion by Laurie Mueller, second by Lori Garlcok to accept the September Treasurer’s report as presented.  All ayes-carried.

Approval of Minutes:  Motion by Kathy Walters, second by Kelly Anderson to approve the Sept.. 3, 2008 meeting minutes as presented. All ayes-carried.

Paul Oehrke mentioned that he attended the meeting concerning the health insurance options for Chambers and Deb Ball will get the Chamber Officers information when she gets the handouts.

Business:

1. Motion by L. Mueller, second by Kahn to move the Christmas Parade to 5:00 pm on Saturday Dec. 5th rather than a daytime parade.  All ayes-carried.  Lioness Mary Squire was present to discuss this change.  She says she spoke to some local businesses to ask if they would do a night parade and some said yes and some said no, which is the same reaction she gets to be in the parade other years.  Squire said that would have to be a lot of advertising telling people of the change or no one will know it.  We will stay in touch with Mary if she needs help with anything.  We need to try to get businesses to put a float or truck, etc. in the parade.

2.  Lori Garlock will purchase stickers to hand out at the Fire Hall at the start of the Halloween parade.  Motion by Walters, second by Mueller to approve this.  All ayes-carried. Parade is Oct. 31st @ 3:30 pm.   Laurie Mueller will purchase orange paper for the pumpkin faces and pass out around town.

3. Christmas lights will be put up downtown on Oct. 24th at 9:00 am.  Public Works said this is fine if the leaves are dormant.   There is a group of High School students that have volunteered to help.

4. Motion by Kahn, second by Mueller to donate $250 to the Palmyra Recreation Dept. to help pay for supplies to re-do the baseball fields near the Elementary School.  All ayes-carried.

5. Kathy Walters said that she has booked the Community Center for our meetings for Nov., Dec., Jan. on Thursdays at 8 am.

Any Other Business:  The Career Day that is scheduled for April 2010 at the High School was discussed.  Kathy Walters contacted the Eagle Business Association and they would be interested in participating.  There will be 2 staff members from the High School to help us with this.  Kelly Anderson and Karen Klatt are working on this.  The Chamber should try to get down on paper what we want to do and how we want to organize this.

Kathy Walters will go to the Bank and to Jim & Judy’s to ask if we can put a tub out to collect donations for the food pantry.  Non perishable and health supplies are needed.  Walters would also like to discuss adopting a family at the next meeting.

Everyone should be thinking of officers for the upcoming election in December.

Mention of a possible newsletter with all of our “happenings” was brought up.
