MEETING MINUTES

November 5, 2009

Meeting was called to order by Chamber President Kathy Walters at 8:05 p.m.

Roll Call:  Laurie Mueller, Kathy Walters, Terry Burrington, Rick Ball –present

Also present:  Kelly Anderson, Paul Oehrke, Lori Garlock, Karen & Peter Klatt, Mike Temple, Wendy Lucht, Jim Omdoll, Gary Kahn, Ruthann Mueller, Lyndsay Kramer & her Mother owner’s of Country Kids Schoolhouse Daycare at Blue Spring Lake.

Treasurer’s Report:  Motion by Laurie Mueller, second by Rick Ball to accept the October Treasurer’s report as presented.  All ayes-carried.

Approval of Minutes:  Motion by Wendy Lucht, second by Kelly Anderson to approve the Oct. 1, 2009 meeting minutes as presented. All ayes-carried.

Business:

1. Motion by Burrington, second by Ball to have the Chamber Officers meet to review the contract for the 2010 Chamber Book and make their decision.  All ayes-carried.  Terry Burrington mentioned that he has had 8 more requests to have our book sent to them.  Ruthann Mueller would like to see more advertising for our local events in the 2010 book.  Burrington also mentioned that Nathan Giese who is currently maintaining our website is getting very busy and will be going off to college in the fall of 2010 so we need to be thinking of who will maintain the Chamber’s website.  Local business owner Mike Temple offered to maintain the site when Nathan has to step down.  This will go on the next meeting’s agenda for discussion. 

2.  President Kathy Walters mentioned that the election of Chamber officers is coming up in December and she and Terry Burrington will not be re-running for their positions.  Her and Terry briefly went over what their position involves.  Kathy told everyone to keep the election in mind and start asking around for someone to fill the upcoming open positions.

3. Karen Klatt reviewed “Career Day” that is proposed to be held at the Palmyra Eagle High School sometime in March 2010.  Eagle businesses will be included and it was also suggested that the Service Organizations in the area be included such as: Fire & EMS, Police Dept. Lions & Lioness Clubs, etc.  Info. on this will go out with the membership renewal notice and also another follow up mailing will be sent.

4. Lori Garlock reported that the food drive that took place prior to the Halloween parade was a success.  Both tubs were filled and more items came in after that.  Also $215 of cash donations was given.  Lori has taken a food pantry donation tub to the Palmyra State Bank and she and Laurie Mueller will go to Jim & Judy’s to request that a bin be left there also.  The local Food Pantry is very busy and they are in need of donations. 

5. The Christmas Parade was mentioned.  Karen Klatt thought we could run off the flyers for the parade and give to the school to send home with the students.  We need to get the word out that there is a parade and this year it’s at night!  Mike Temple explained that if you want lights on a vehicle or float you could purchase the LED lights, they are a little more expensive but are easy to hook up and use.  Other wise you would need to purchase an inverter for your cigarette lighter or 4 Wheeler plug in to connect the lights.  Rick Ball then mentioned that we had approx. 8-10 High School students that helped put the lights on the downtown trees and only 5 Chamber members that helped.  True Value has volunteered to donate the electricity for the tree on the corner by their building as there is no receptacle to plug into outside and we should thank them when we go into the Hardware Store.   There was a motion by Ball, second by Walters to pay the Village of Palmyra $100 toward the usage of electricity for the downtown holiday lights.  All ayes-carried.  

6. Motion by Walters, second by Ball to spend $250 on 2 families we choose to “adopt” for Christmas. All ayes-carried.  Last year Laurie Mueller purchased food for a meal and gifts for the children in one family for approx. $125.  She will contact the school and get 2 families that the Chamber will adopt this year.  Mike Temple mentioned that there would be a clothes give away at the Fellowship Church at 114 W.  Main St. on Saturday Nov. 28th at 8:00 a.m. 

7. Paul Oehrke has a list of businesses with e-mail addresses, which need to be updated.  Karen Klatt is going to ask her secretary if she would be willing to work on this for us. 

Any Other Business:  Kathy Walters wanted everyone to know that there will be a “Free” Thanksgiving dinner given on Thanksgiving from Noon to 2:00 p.m. at the St. Matthew’s Lutheran Church.  They are looking for volunteers to help with the food and also donations.  Motion by Ruthann Mueller, second by Jim Omdoll to donate $100 to St. Matthew’s for the Thanksgiving Dinner.  All ayes-carried.

There being no other business L. Mueller made a motion, second by Garlock to adjourn at 9:18 p.m.
