Approval of Minutes:  Motion by Jim Omdoll, second by Rick Ball to approve the March 5, 2009 meeting minutes adding Paul Oehrke’s name to those also present.  All ayes-carried.

Treasurer’s Report:  Motion by Laurie Mueller, second by Rick Ball to accept the March’s Treasurer’s report as presented.  All ayes-carried 

Business:

1. Principal Bruce Gunderson said that it would be great if the Chamber would be willing to work with the school to put on a job fair, he will contact one of the school organizations to see if they would be willing to work with us, maybe NHS or Student Council.  The next meeting will be at the High School Community Center and Mr. Gunderson will have the group meet with us at that time to have further discussions.

2.  Marie Koch said that she has 12 new advertisements from businesses which is good, but we will have to loose about 2 – 3 pages of the book because some of the businesses have not taken out as large of ads as last year.  She believes a lot of this is due to the economy.  This is not a horrible thing but we may have to leave some of Ruthann’s writing out of the book.

3. Members discussed giving out a scholarship or 2 to High School students.  We need to set up some kind of criteria and review for the scholarships.  Also, we think the scholarship should go to students that are attending technical schools as well as colleges for business.  Laurie Mueller suggested contacting the High School guidance counselor to come to the next meeting to give us ideas and show us what some of the other organizations use for their criteria.

4. Lori Garlock gave Chamber members an update on the Village wide rummage sale.  She said that First Citizens Bank from Whitewater will let her use their copy machine to run her copies of the forms and maps if the Chamber supplies the paper.  This will help cut costs a lot.  Laurie Mueller thinks we could advertise the rummage sale on the Village’s sign near the beach and also call WSLD radio station to put it on their community calendar for free.  Ruthann Mueller will be getting together with Lori to do a news story on the rummage sale to help get the word out.  It was also suggested that we as Chamber members take the flyers out and distribute them to other communities.

5. Kathy Walters updated us on the status of the Chamber’s website.  The Chamber officers decided to have the person from the Jefferson County Tourism do our website for $65/hr. and $10 a month after that.  All he asks is that he is allowed to have Google ads on our site and he gets money every time someone hits on his Google ads.  Nathan Giese is going to be working this gentleman, Mark, to get the website up and running.  Paul Oehrke would like to have some kind of a time line on it, say by the end of April.

6. Kathy Walters said that Palmyra Chamber purchased a page in the Jefferson County Tourism Book for $540 otherwise there would be no representation from Palmyra in there.  That was fine with everyone.

7. Next meeting will be at the High School Community Center at 8:00 a.m.
