MEETING MINUTES

August 6, 2009

Meeting was called to order by Chamber President Kathy Walters  at 8:00 a.m.

Roll Call:  Rick Ball, Laurie Mueller, Kathy Walters, Terry Burrington – present. 

Also Present: Ruthann Mueller, Marie Koch, Paul Oehrke & Lori Garlock, Pete Klatt, Gary Kahn, and Kelly Anderson

Approval of Minutes:  Motion by Laurie Mueller, second by Gary Kahn to approve the July 2, 2009 meeting minutes adding the names of the scholarship recipients to the minutes.  All ayes-carried.

Treasurer’s Report:  Motion by Laurie Mueller, second by Rick Ball to accept the July’s Treasurer’s report as presented.  All ayes-carried.  Marie Koch needs 4 more people to pay for their ad in the Chamber book and then we will receive the check for our proceeds of the book.  It’s usually about $600.

Business:

1. Terry Burrington gave an update on the circus. Aug. 12th Skeeter the Clown will be in front of the Library to meet with children and Kathy Walters will supply the balloons for the kids.  The Circus Company will be making calls to the local businesses asking them to purchase tickets as a donation and Terry has given them all a heads up that they would be getting this call.  The dumpster will be free, Veolia is donating it.  The coloring contest will be judged Aug. 14th at the library and the winners will be contacted to pick up their tickets at Village Hall.  Ruthann has been putting articles in the paper promoting the circus and doing a great job.  Bill Lean will put the circus on his sign and announce it at the Village Board meeting.  Laurie will see to it that it gets on the Village website.

2.  Gary Kahn reported that the street dance made a profit of $690.00, nearly 3 times more than in past years.  The tables from the Legion worked really well.  There was plenty of people to help, Gary thinks the “work schedule” probably helped to organize everyone.  Gary said it was nice that the Legion helped out so much and let us use their building.

3. Terry Burrington reported that the Chamber’s home page of their website will be re-done to be more event related.  There will also be a welcome page added.  Ruthann has been doing a “featured business” with pictures.  Ruthann might be doing an article in the newspaper telling people about our website.  Terry feels that Nathan Giese is doing a good job with the website and they work well together.  

4. Kelly Anderson and Karen Klatt are working with the school to get the Job Fair organized.  We are shooting for a day in October.  Kelly thinks that it would work best if the students picked a business they were interested in speaking with and setting up times.  This will prevent a business from having to sit there the whole time with no one to speak to and it will also help them get organized for the students that will be coming to their booth.  Kathy Walters will contact the Eagle Chamber to see if their businesses would be interested in attending this as well.

5. The next Chamber meeting will be at the Community Center again on Sept. 3rd.  Also the October, November, & December meetings will all be there, with October’s to be a night meeting at 7:00 p.m. 

Any Other Business:  Gary Kahn asked if the Chamber would like to donate $100 to the American Legion for their help with the Street Dance?  Motion by Mueller, second by Klatt to give the American Legion $100 donation for all the help they provided at our Street Dance.   Christmas lights were discussed.  Would the Chamber maybe want to do some lights in other areas of the Village.  Laurie Mueller asked about decorating a tree near the corner of Anemone St. and Hwy 59, she will ask public works about it.  Rick Ball would like to get the lights on in mid October provided most of the leaves are off by then.  We will contact the High School to see if any students would like to help with the lights again for volunteer hours.   Kathy Walters also reported that the sign near Greening Road and Hwy H is being used by Quiet Hut sports so the Chamber won’t be able to utilize that.  There was some discussion about doing a food drive at the Christmas Parade.  Gary Kahn suggested that we use 4 wheelers in the parade rather than try to decorate a big wagon.  This way we could maybe even pull a cart for the food drive items.  The parade will be Sat. Dec. 1st.   The date was discussed for the Chamber’s banquet to be January of 2010, Gary said that he would be willing to have it at Hot Rod Bar & Grill. 

There being no other business Laurie Mueller made a motion, second by Gary Kahn to adjourn at 9:00 a.m.
